
How to find print and electronic books by using the OPAC at https://aleph.mpg.de/ ? 
 

The OPAC contains all print books and all those e-book that we have access to on the institute level, i.e. 

 American and European Mathematical Society e-books. 

Additionally, there is a separate MPG-wide e-book database, which is directly connected to the OPAC search. 

Your OPAC search will automatically include the MPG-wide E-Book-Catalog, too. 

Here are some examples of the OPAC search results and how to find the link to the full text: 

 

A. Search results for the title “Many variations of Mahler measures” 

 

1. Print copy available (green icon) on the shelf under Aut Brun (=Author section under the first author’s name) 

2. A corresponding e-book has been found in the E-Book-Catalog  

B. Search results for AMS title “Number theory related to modular curves”

 

Both print book and e-book found directly in the OPAC. The full text link available in the full record view of the e-book. 
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
